2011 Award Theme: Best Practices
Submission Deadline: Friday, September 30, 2011

This year’s Conservation Areas Innovation Award program will focus on the
2011 Conservation Areas Workshop theme of Best Practices. Award
submissions must be related to the theme and can include a variety of topics. Best
practices are generally-accepted, informally-standardized techniques, methods or
processes that have proven themselves over time to accomplish given tasks. Some
examples may include:

. Risk management programs

. Maintenance programs

. Safety programs

. Master plan / management report writing techniques

. Staff training programs

« Customer service programs

. Policies/Procedures/Guidelines (i.e. Geocaching guidelines in Conservation Ar-
eas)

Award Process

There is no limit to the number of submissions from a Conservation

Authority. Applicants must complete an award poster for each project by
September 30, 2011. The Awards Committee will consider all submissions and
develop a short-list of ten posters. Poster assistance is available upon

request. Successful applicants will be notified by Friday October 7, 2011.

The top 10 poster finalists will be displayed at the Conservation Areas Workshop
October 24 - 26, at Geneva Park. Posters will be viewed by the workshop partici-
pants, who will vote for the project they feel deserves the

Innovation Award. The 2011 Innovation Award will be presented at the closing
plenary and wrap-up on Wednesday October 26th.



Submissions details - One poster for each submission.

Each submission will include an electronic poster (unlocked PDF file) to overall di-
mensions of 20 inch x 30inch. Any part of the poster not occupied by

images or text is to be left blank white. Provide at the bottom of the poster a
minimum 2 inch high border that lists the Conservation Authority, Project Name
and Location, Date of Project Completion, Project Partners (if

applicable), and Overall Project Cost. The award committee will handle the print-
ing, mounting, and display of posters at the conference.

The following details are to be included:

Summary
Describe what makes your project worthy of an award in 3 to 5 sentences.

Submission description

Provide details about your submission and explain how it has assisted your Con-
servation Authority. Don’t forget to include information on the

background, the successes, the down-falls and the lessons learned. Make sure to
explain the benefits and what makes it innovative.
